WELCOME TO FRIENDSHIP CAMP!

Mission Statement:  Friendship Camp belongs to Friendship Baptist Association and is dedicated to the service and glory of God.  All who use this facility are asked to keep this in mind and uphold the policies.

This fine facility is made possible by the 46 cooperating churches and missions of the Friendship Baptist Association.  The camp is maintained through the regular gifts of the churches to the Association.

Purpose:  Friendship Camp is committed to providing an atmosphere that lends itself to the spiritual and physical growth of the individuals that use it.

It is a joy and privilege for us to provide for the needs of all who come.  Any problem that affects the comfort or safety of our guests should be reported to the camp manager immediately.

The following rules are for your SAFETY and PROTECTION and must be followed.

GENERAL RULES FOR USING THE CAMP

1. Churches in the Friendship Association must reserve the camp in

     advance.  NO church is to assume the right to use the camp without a

     reservation.  No standing reservations will be allowed.


Reservations must be made through the CAMP MANAGER.  Requests

     are to be made by phone October 1 – January 31.  These requests are

     confirmed by phone.  In February you may call to see if additional

     dates are available.

     If you find you will not be using the camp on the date scheduled,

     please call to cancel so another group may use the facility.

2. Groups must check in and out with the camp manager for the purpose

     of orientation.  The camp manager will guide group sponsors in matters

     concerning policy and regulations.  Sponsors will be responsible for

     informing group participants and assuring their cooperation.

     The camp manager will assign group sponsors a specific number of

     cabins according to the size and nature of the group.  Sponsors will

     make cabin assignments for all their participants.  Counselors are to

     be housed in the same area as campers.  Sponsors must furnish the

     camp manager a roster listing each cabin and the names of each

     camper housed there.

3. Churches in the Friendship Association pay no fee, except for

      breakage or damages.

      Groups must provide an individual for pre and post damage inspection.

      Group sponsors are responsible financially for damage to camp

      property.

4. Each church sending children to Associational summer camp (boys,

     girls, day camp or youth camp) is required to furnish sponsors/

     counselors according to the following ratio:




1-6     campers

1 sponsor




7-12   campers

2 sponsors




13-18  campers

3 sponsors

                         19-24 campers
 4 sponsors

5. Each church sending sponsors or counselors to summer camp must

     sign the return form certifying that they have adopted and follow

     adequate policies to ensure the safety of children and youth from all

     forms of abuse, including sexual abuse.

6. Churches MUST CLEAN UP what they mess up!  Every church must put their garbage in the dumpster located outside the gate.

Have one person in charge go over the attached DEPARTURE CHECKLIST before leaving the camp.  You WILL BE CALLED if the camp is not left clean.

7. Every church is responsible for their own accidental insurance

     coverage while at camp.

8. Groups must be in cabins by 11:00 pm and have lights out by 12:00 am.

9.   Groups must furnish their own food, paper products, linens and

      toiletries.

10.  No chalk drawing is allowed on porches or walls of buildings.

11.  Use ONLY MASKING TAPE for putting up posters, etc.  Do not use

      scotch tape or thumb tacks at anytime on walls, doors or other areas.

12.  The following are not allowed at Friendship Camp:  pets, intoxicants,

       contraband substances, firearms or weapons.


  Also, clothing, printed slogans and emblems that are inappropriate

       for a Christian environment are not allowed.


  Friendship Camp is a tobacco-free environment.

USE OF SWIMMING POOL

1. A certified lifeguard must be on duty (NOT IN THE WATER) at all

     times there is anyone in the pool.  Groups not abiding by this rule will

     lose their pool privileges.

2.  NO two piece swim suits.  NO Speedo swim suits.

3 NO food, drinks, etc. are to be taken inside the fenced pool area. 

     Please use the picnic area for this.

4.  No one is to sit, walk, etc. on the “dividing rope”.  It is strictly for

     dividing the shallow from the deep water only.

5. Life ring, shepherd staff, etc. is for life saving only.  DO NOT PLAY

with any of the pool equipment.

6. No running or rough playing in the fenced area or in the water.

7.  DO NOT BRING tables or chairs from the dining hall to the pool area.

     Lawn chairs are allowed.

8.  Use outside shower to rinse your feet off before getting into pool.

     9.  The bathhouse is to be used in connection with the pool.  All changing

           of clothes will be done in the bathhouse and not in the cabins, unless

          spending the night.

10. Sweep water out of the bathhouse and leave it clean when your group

      leaves.  Flush all toilets and do not leave soap on the shower floors.

USE OF THE DINING HALL

1. Always sweep the entire building before your group leaves.

2. Clean out all trash containers (if necessary, use soap and water).

3. Do not leave anything in the freezer or refrigerator.

4. Make certain stove is turned off.

5. Do not empty grease in the sinks.

6. Check both bathrooms and make certain they are flushed and the paper is picked up off the floor.

USE OF CABINS

1. Sweep all floors including under all bunks.

2. Clean out all trashcans.

3. Do not leave soap in the bathroom or on shower floor.

4. Flush all toilets.

5. Turn out all lights.

6. Keep all windows and doors closed.

7. No pillow fighting, smearing of shaving cream, water guns or water balloons allowed.  No chalk drawing on porch or walls.  Do not move furniture.

USE OF CAMPGROUND, CHAPEL, PICNIC AREA, LAKE

1. All recreational areas and equipment are there to enjoy and not to

     abuse.  You will need to bring your own balls and equipment.

2. Do not allow children to walk or play on tabletops or benches at the

     picnic area or chapel.

3. Wipe off tables and benches with damp cloth.

4. Sweep chapel after use.

5. In all of these areas, please pickup paper, cans, etc. even if you did not throw it down.

6. DRIVE ON THE ROADS ONLY.  PLEASE DO NOT CUT ACROSS GRASS.
